Students applying for the Glynis Washington Scholarship Fund must meet the following 
qualifications for consideration:  

• be currently enrolled as a High School Senior or currently enrolled in an accredited 
college or university;  

• have a cumulative 2.5 grade-point average for all course work to date;
